Our liturgy becomes significantly quieter
and more somber. We talk a lot more about sin, and nobody finds that discussion being full of lightness
and frivolity. Individually we think more about our own sins than we might at other times of the year.
We incorporate fasting, caring for the poor, and increased prayer into our lives. It is a time for radical
changes in our spiritual life. That can make it seem like darkness.

Merton comments are always wonderful and the one above gives us a true perspective. What we are
doing with all this Lenten practices is preparing for the great feast of Easter. We are praying more so we
can appreciate the Pascal mystery which we celebrate with the rich liturgies of Holy Thursday, Good
Friday and Holy Saturday.

All of it is done so we can be better Christians as we celebrate the
central mystery of our faith i the Resurrection. That focus brings abundant light into Lent. That focus on
the Resurrection of Jesus is what makes sense of all the Lenten penances we do. With that before us,
there is light.

The simplicity of the liturgy during Lent and our increased penances can make more sensitive to the light,
sort of | i ke our eyes ar e aThe lgghtwib e evangreatdriin oart e d
hearts after we have simplified everything to make room for the One who is Light.

great love and saving action through Jesus, our Lord and Savior. Children learn from seeing the example
of those older and wiser than themselves. Our children learn to treasure this holy season when they see its
importance through the practices and actions to which we adults commit ourselves from Ash Wednesday
through the Easter Triduum. We cannot expect our children to grow in their commitment to the Catholic
faith if we do not walk with them and give them examples through our own Lenten observance.

Lent is full of opportunities for families to pray, fast and give together if they are unified in their
commitment to do so. There will be special prayer opportunities in the parish during Lent and children are



always welcome to come, they are not limited to just school or PSR opportunities. Children become more
comfortable in the parish community when they are given more of a chance to participate in worship with

the community. The Liturgy of the Lordds Supper
Passion on Good Friday and the Easter Vigil on Holy Saturday are especially wonderful times for the

family to pray together with the parish community. The rituals, readings and music of these liturgies are

rich experiences that can deepen the faith of parishioners of all ages, and they are times when we should

come together and give God praise.

The school children receive money boxes cal
Catholic Relief Services and perhaps, as a family, you can decide on other charities which you wish to
support with your almsgiving, too. There are so many worthwhile organizations, and so many are in need.

It is a good activity for the family to take the time to determine together which organizations they wish to
support monetarily or with their time and gifts.

Fasting is not appropriate for young children, but certainly simplicity with meals and fasting from
other things that take our focus away from God are encouraged during the Lenten season. Again, this is a
great opportunity for family discussion, decisions and commitment.

Below is a prayer that both the school children and the PSR students will be using during the
Lenten Season. Perhaps you can use it during your family prayer time, as well.

Parish Renewal Process Update

Where are we in the renewal process? | want to try to answer that.

Last June we announced that several action items would be happening as a result of the renewal process.

Some of that has been accomplished. We have had a lengthy adult faith formation series this past Fall on
Scripture. We began a study of how to expand our communications with more direct contact via email to

the whole parish, but that has gotten stuck in technology issues. We started to announce the hymn
numbers at Mass. | have to say that those who like that are as numerous as those who complain about it.

So, I am not sure ités a good idea but we are
hymnal. The one thing we talked about doing was drawn into the Task Force project.

Those Task Forces were in operation by the end of the summer. These 7 groups have been studying the
Churchodés teachings on i ssues hatresoutcds ere availablegc whpte c t i
other parishes do to address the very same issues, and making recommendations to me on what might be

done on these 7 areas.

The reports were supposed to be to me by December 1, 2009. By January 1, 2010 I had 4 of the 7 reports.
We were a little behind schedule because of the amount of work that had to be done, and the holidays.



The reports were sent to the Pastoral Council for study since it would be their responsibility to suggest a
priority among things to be done, especially if they required money to be put into the 2010-2011 budget
being prepared by the Finance Council in January through March. To discuss the priorities, Pastoral
Council met for its regular meeting on January 20 and all day on Saturday, January 23. At the end of the
discussion they made recommendations to me about what to do first and what things needed to be in the
budget.

By the time you read this, the Finance Council and I will be studying what impact these have on the
parish budgadatl.l sWaenea ¢ ki ngw we are used to have
increase in Sunday giving to cover the costs?o0
on support for the school and wds aftssued weevdl lookat. d o t
The parish staff and some of the organizations in the parish will be looking at other recommendations to

see how to implement them. Then we can begin to do some of them.

It may seem that this is a very long process. Some people are impatient. We have to remember that the
work of the original Renewal Committee took less than a year to gather huge amounts of input and
synthesize it into material Pastoral Council could work with. Council recommended that the Task Forces
address issues, some of which proved much more complex than some thought at the beginning. Then
with the dozens of pages of suggestions before them, some prioritization had to happen. Now that that
has been partially done, we can move ahead. When the whole process began, you may remember, it was
stated that a process like this can take 3 years if done well. We are still moving ahead. News of the
specifics of what will happen will come as soon as possible. For that, we will probably put information on
thepari shdéos web site and refer you to that in the

Besides
paying-off the final debt on the new church, Bingo revenue funded many capital projects needed on the
parish campus. Initially it was the renovation of the old basement church into a thriving and productive
church hall. A handicapped elevator was installed in Church, windows were replaced in the school
building. The many capital improvements and major repairs that were financed through bingo revenue
are too many to list.
